Belgian Symbolist poet, playwright, and essayist who
won the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1911 for his
outstanding works of the Symbolist theatre.

In his Symbolist plays, Maeterlinck uses poetic
speech, gesture, lighting, setting, and ritual to create
images that reflect his protagonists’ moods and
dilemmas. Often the protagonists are waiting for
something mysterious and fearful that will destroy
them. The profound and moving atmosphere of the
plays, though lacking in intellectual complexity, is
augmented by tentative dialogue, based on half-
formed suggestions, at times naively repetitious, and
occasionally sentimental, but sometimes possessed
of great subtlety and power.

Maeterlinck’s prose writings are remarkable blends of
mysticism, occultism, and interest in the world of
nature. They represent the common Symbolist
reaction against materialism, science, and
mechanization and are concerned with such
questions as the immortality of the soul, the nature of
death, and the attainment of wisdom.
